But we are surprised to note that the process is only for General Category officers. More than 400 Agriculture Finance Officers, those who have completed more than 2 years continuous service in our bank are expressing their unhappiness over the discrimination shown to them in the latest announcement of promotion process. 

We wish to state that after completion of 2 years as AFOs, such officers are being considered for promotion in other banks and after promotion they are being posted as Branch Managers directly absorbing them under general category. We request your good self to consider the expectations of such AFOs as is being done in other peer banks in their career path, which will surely motivate them for putting extra efforts in the growth of agriculture credit. 

As they are highly qualified and are contributing in the growth and development of the bank, particularly in Agriculture Finance, we request your good self to direct the department to take immediate steps to initiate/ enhance the career path of Agriculture Officers.”
